If a member of your club is not receiving the LION magazine or HOOSIER LION it is probablybecause of an incorrect
address. As Club Secretaries, we need to periodically check and update addresses, phone numbers, and e-mail addresses. When
someone moves, submit an address change as soon as possible to LCI.
