Lions Cancer Control Board Approves
Proposal for Funding the Indiana Lions Professor of Cancer Survivorship

Cancer physicians generally focus on helping patients navigate their cancer treatments. After treatments
are over and patients are cured of their disease, issues of survivorship remain and are often unaddressed.
In fact, many survivors have ongoing symptoms that are a result of their treatments and need to be
addressed. For example, children who survive cancer treatment become young adults with a history of
cancer, and many have dental issues and thyroid problems directly related to their childhood cancer
treatments.

Peter Johnstone, M.D. the new chair of the Department of Radiation Oncology at the IU School of Medicine,
is passionate about addressing those survivorship needs for all cancer survivors, but acquiring funding for
such a huge project will take time. Therefore, Dr. Johnstone wants to begin addressing issues of
survivorship with a population at high risk ¢ young adults who are survivors of pediatric cancers.
Establishing a young adults survivorship clinic would allow us to address the needs of young people ages 18-
25 who, as a whole, are largely uninsured or underinsured and in need of continuing care during this
typically tumultuous time of late adolescence.

Dr. Johnstone is currently seeking grants and gifts from other funding sources to create this program as

soon as possible. But every important program needs a dedicated leader to make it successful. A

commitment to fund a $750,000 endowment over several years from the Indiana Lions Cancer Control Fund

would allow Dr. Johnstone to create an endowed professorship in cancer survivorship; the IU doctor who

means that the gift of $750,000 would never be spent; instead, the physician who holds the professorship

would receive about 5% ($37,000) annually to be spent on support for the young adult pediatric

survivorship program.

Endowing such a position would provide this program with critical resources each year for all time, and it
would provide the faculty member who holds the professorship a prestigious form of recognition in
academic environments.

Creating a lasting legacy. Unlike treatment equipment, such a program will never become obsolete. In fact,
as research results in better treatment outcomes more and more people to beat their cancers and become
cancer survivors, this program will serve an increasingly critical need.

During the September 2008 Board of Trustees meeting it was noted that existing programs like cancer

patient lodging, patient referrals and patient navigation would continue. Research programs would also

continue to be supported. But launching this new endeavor is critical and has captured the positive

attention and gratitude of the entire cancer-treating leadership at IU School of Medicine. The implications
