Membership Cards: Lions Clubs International will no longer mail membership cards to clubs who file reports online
(page 51 of May 2009 LION magazine.) Club secretaries can print membership cards in black & white or color from the
WMMR website. All that is needed is standard business card stock — either 8 or 10 cards per sheet. Blank cards can also be
printed without the member’s name and end date. Complete instructions are on the login page.

Activity Reports: A revised Lions Club Activity Report is on the Lions WMMR website. The new format includes all
Service Programs of Lions Clubs International and space to enter other club projects. Activity Reports can be filed monthly or at
year end (July 15.) Information filed monthly is cumulative and the year end report is automatically generated.

Dues: District Governor Elect Bill has asked me to serve again next year as Cabinet Secretary Treasurer. District &
State Dues Billings are $8.70 per member for July through December will be mailed early in July for the number of members on
record at LCI on that date. Clubs are liable for that number of members’ dues. Clubs should be assessing each member at least
$56.40 per year to cover international, district & state dues. For members enrolled in the Family Certification Plan (other than
the Head of Household) you should be collecting $36.90.

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How Did We Do?

We have talked about the importance of NEW MEMBERS all year long. Now is the time for your Report Card. Yes,
we need to know how you and your club have done. This is your final grade for the year.

As a District we are down 11 members (as of April 30) for the year. Clubs will balance their membership by dropping
those that have not paid their dues and have dropped by moving or other reasons. | am sure as a District we will drop more at
year end.

The sad news is this is a trend that has started at least since 1970. In 1970 we had 2,696 members in District 25 G. If we
take the average size of the clubs in G, which is 30.5 members per club we would have LOST OVER 28 CLUBS since 1970.

Some of our clubs have gained membership this year and that is by using the DISTRICT 25 G MEMBERSHIP
PLAN. The four largest clubs all use the DISTRICT MEMBERSHIP PLAN. There are other clubs that realize if they are to
grow are starting to use this district plan. Other clubs in other districts are using this plan and have shown significant gains in
membership. Even PID Gene Rice’s club has a meeting scheduled to find out how this plan works. This club is in District A.
Clubs in District D and District E 2 have implemented this plan and gained members.

In our District we have 21 clubs with membership 20 and under. Is this enough members to have labor intensive
projects or projects with a big vision? You be the judge if the clubs can survive and leave a legacy to be proud of. The choice is
yours to grow or to fold.

Don’t forget radio and TV

When working on PR for a club project don’t forget to contact your local radio and television stations. They have very
large target audiences. Community bulletin boards and public service announcements can reach many. PSAs are brief — from
10 to 30 seconds but are aired as a community service. Messages about preventing blindness, service youth, fundraising events
that benefit the community and public events sponsored by the Lions are appropriate subjects

It is always good to contact the stations to find out what they accept and in what form . . . some radio stations want a
script so their announcers have something to read. Others are pre-recorded by either a station announcer or someone from the
Lions. For TV, Lions International has some great PSAs that you can add your club’s information at the end.
