CLUB SECRETARIES: | hope you are aware of the important position you hold in your club. You are the liaison
officer between your club and both District 25-G and Lions Clubs International. Your promptness in submitting
reports is one of the determining factors in whether your club president is eligible to receive the Club President
Excellence Award.

MONTHLY MEMBERSHIP REPORT: The MMR is used to report membership changes: new, transfer and
reinstated members, dropped members, address and name changes and corrections. This report can still be
mailed in paper form to LCl and the district governor but, if mailed, is due the 20" of the month; i.e., the
November report is due on November 20™. The electronic version must be filed by the last day of the month;
i.e., the November report must be filed by November 30™. Filing online with LCl does not mean that DG Sam
will receive a copy. It must be saved to your computer and then sent as an attachment to him at

msf1964@gmail.com. It is a nice gesture to also send it to your zone chairperson and VDG Bill Wallace at
wjwallacel @embargmail.com.

New Lions will not receive the HOOSIER LION or LION magazine until their membership is recorded at LCl.
Several clubs have members on the rolls at LCI with no addresses or incorrect addresses. Hence, they do not
receive these publications. Other clubs have members on record that are deceased or have dropped. Your
club is liable for dues for them if that is not reported to LCI.

FAMILY UNIT CERTIFICATION: Several of our club secretaries have not filed Family Unit Certification with Lions
Clubs International. Therefore, they are being charged full international dues ($19.50 semi-annually) for the
second, third, etc. Lion family members living at the same address and belonging to the same club. When
submitted correctly, your club will only be charged $9.75 semi-l Yy dzl f f &8 FT2NJ (K2a$8S YSYo
Family Unit Certification has been filed incorrectly. There cannot be more Family Units than the number of

Family Unit Members. A few clubs have reported more Family Units than they actually have and others have

For years we have been told go and ask someone to be a member and all of us that have asked have been
rejected. We look at this as a failure. We do not ask anyone else because we fear rejection. We choose to fail
by not asking.

The CHOICES we make mean we are successful or a failure. We can fail by choice as well as by something
beyond our control. Our Lions clubs can be successful gaining new members by having a real MEMBERSHIP
PROGRAM or we can continue doing what we have always done. This CHOICE is up to each club. Our club will
live or die because of our conscious decision (or unconscious) to avoid that dirty word MEMBERSHIP.
