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July is the start of the new Lions year but actually most Lions Clubs seem to start in September. July is
taken up with changes in club leadership and in those celebrations; many clubs don't meet in August
because a lot of their members take vacations that month, so September is when members finally get
back to work. This year, we have a lot of work ahead and a full fledged effort will be needed to insure a
successful Lions year.

First, we need to work at recruiting and inducting new members. PDG Lion Art Birk is our membership
chairman and he has many insights into recruiting new members. Lion Art is happy to visit your club and
provide guidance in seeking new members in your area. His plan, if carried out, will help you grow your
club and add new members successfully.

Second, we need to induct those members and make them feel, not only welcome, but useful. In too
many cases, we recruit members and then fail to get them involved in meaningful club activities. Or,
your club has cliques which intimidate the new members so that they feel left out. Get new members
involved in activities, keep them busy and listen to their ideas. Most ideas are not fully fleshed out and
need modification before implementation can begin. Work with the individual and help get his ideas
grown into projects. Nothing will make a new Lion feel more important and a full member of your club
than to see his idea executed as a successful project. He will react with pride of accomplishment and
your club will have a proud new Lion. One caution: never let fresh ideas languish into oblivion and, stop
older Lions from poo-pooing new ideas with the statement, "we tried that before and it didn't work".

Third, Lions Clubs need fun events. If all the Club does is work on projects or fund raisers, members will
soon weary of membership. Have fun at meetings -- have a new joke each evening. Go to a show in
town or visit a new attraction at reduced rates using tailtwister funds. There are a number of things
which clubs do to have fun. Place a sticker under one chair and the Lion who sits in that may have to
sing a song or tell a joke. One club has a Lions song book and at every meeting they sing a different
song.

Finally, get new and informative programs for club meetings. Not every meeting has to have a program
and not every program has to be informative. An occasional program may be a fun event with
entertainment. Make your meetings both fun and informative and watch attendance grow.

Please share this information with your club’s Treasurer and Board of Directors.
Administrative and Project Funds

How are your club’s finances set up? Do you have two funds—an administrative fund and a project
fund?

ADMINISTRATIVE FUNDS are used for the day-to-day operations of the club — printing and mailing

newsletters, stationery and postage for the president, secretary and treasurer, meals for guests,

sending delegates to conventions and district meetings, paying dues, etc.

Monies in this fund can be generated through dues collection, donations from club members, tail
twisting, and fundraising events such as a 50/50 raffle or silent or live auction held at Lions Club
meetings. Raising funds for the administrative fund can be fun and entertaining. Be creative!

The PROJECT FUND is for money received from the general public through fundraising events and
donations. This money should only be spent on service projects. It should not be used for the
general operation of a Lions Club or for paying district, state, or international dues. Some Lions
have the misconception that 10% of the net proceeds from a public fundraiser can be used for
administrative expenses. That is not true!

It is permissible, but not necessary, for a club to have two separate bank accounts. All funds may
be deposited in and drawn from one account as long as the club treasurer keeps accurate and
separate records for each fund.

Each club should have a copy of the Standard Form, Lions Club Constitution and By-Laws. The June

27, 2008 Revised Edition is recommended for adoption by the Lions Club as its official Constitution
and can be downloaded from the LCl website at www.lionsclubs.org under “Club Resources.” Each

club was chartered by and under the jurisdiction of The International Association of Lions Clubs and
must abide by that Constitution and By-Laws. The recommended Constitution and Bylaws state:
Article VIl ¢ Board of Directors, Section 3, (g) “It shall not authorize, nor permit, the expenditure,
for any administrative purpose, of the net income of projects or activities of this club by which
funds are raised from the public.”
Section 3, (j) “It shall maintain at least two (2) separate funds governed by generally accepted
accounting practices. The first fund to record administrative monies such as dues, tail twisting
fines and other internally raised club funds. A second fund shall be established to record activity
or public welfare monies raised by asking support from the public. Disbursement from such
funds shall be in strict compliance with Section 3, (g) of this article.”
