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Doesn’t it always seem that deadlines creep up and catch you when you’re least expecting
them. We establish deadlines and then are surprised when they come. What | am alluding to is
that Lions Clubs experience the same problem. Lions meetings seem to come when least
expected and club members sometimes need a gentle nudge to tell them a when the next
meeting is here. Make a telephone call that you will stop by to pick them up or just to tell them
tomorrow is the meeting. All of us get caught up in the rush of events and sometimes forget.

Goals for your club should be set for this year now. VDG Paul made that reminder last
night when | mentioned that one of our clubs in 25G had sent in their listing of scheduled
events and of their membership and | thought that was great! But Paul brought me back to
reality when he noted that listing those events only told members they were coming, and didn’t
tell the members what this year’s goals were: such as growing the club membership by 5 or
adding one new project or fundraiser. Goals should be measurable/quantifiable and include a
time when the goals are to be met. I know, we are always setting goals but when they aren’t
met we have a tendency to shrug our shoulders and say, “oh, well”. That is not acceptable. In a
time when more and more economic difficulties are upon us and more people need help, Lions
have to be ready to step up and help. As International President Al said, *“ each new member is
two hands to help”.

Enough of the dismal. We need to have fun and complete our projects as scheduled.
Remember to praise club members and give them rewards when a job is well done. Too many
times Lions do a fine job and work long hours only to find that they are involved in the next job
within two weeks with no thanks. Recognize that Lions need praise and rewards more than just
the satisfaction of a job well done. Certificates or special mention in the newsletter or higher
level praise up to a Melvin Jones goes a long way toward motivating club members to volunteer
for that next hard job or trip. My wife is good at that — just when I say I’m too tired to mow the
lawn or paint the wall, she bakes my favorite dish or gives me praise for doing something well.
Keep in mind that praise and rewards provide the incentive to excel. We Serve!
