Haiti: An Opportunity for Service

By now, we are all aware of the recent earthquake in Haiti, and the resulting death and
destruction. As | write this column, at least 72,000 people have been confirmed dead,
but the final toll will undoubtedly be much higher. Homes, schools, hospitals,
businesses, and government buildings were flattened by the earthquake, and many of
the survivors are living outdoors. A city the size of Indianapolis has been devastated.
The scope of this disaster is almost impossible to comprehend.

Events of this nature bring out the best in us, as organizations of all types marshal their
resources to provide rescue and relief efforts to the survivors of the disaster, and those
of us sitting safe in our homes, watching the news unfold, open our hearts and our
wallets to support the efforts of those who are on the scene.

You are not likelytoseeany st ori es about Lions Clubsodo ef:
cable news shows, but that does not mean that we are not doing our part to serve those

who need our help. A news release on the LCI web site reports that LCIF Chairman Al

Brandel and his wife, Dr. Maureen Murphy, are currently in the Dominican Republic

leading a team that is delivering urgently needed supplies into Haiti, and meeting with

local Lions to develop immediate and long-term plans for assistance. It also highlights

some of the contributions of Lions around the world.

1 Lions in neighboring Caribbean countries are sending cargo containers of
targeted supplies through connections with transportation companies.

1 Lions in Sweden are sending large tents through the Swedish government to
provide housing for those who are now homeless as well as relief workers, as
they did for the China earthquake.

1 Lions from District A-9, Ontario, Canada were in the area when the earthquake
hit, helping to establish a clean water system for an orphanage, and established
a make-shift medical clinic, treating 600 people.

1 Lions are contributing generously, some examples include: US$86,000 pledged
from Lions in Norway; US$20,000 from Lions in China; US$14,000 from District
105-1, Ireland; US$100,000 from District 63, which includes several neighboring
islands to Haiti.



As in previous natural disasters, Lions will still be on the scene, helping rebuild schools,
clinics, hospitals, and perhaps even entire villages, long after most other rescue and
relief organizations have packed up and moved on.

If you and your local Lions Club have not already done so, please make a generous
donation to the LCIF Hope for Haiti disaster relief fund.

We joined Lions to make a difference in our community, but our community does not
end at the edge of town, at the state line, or even at our national borders; our
community spans the globe.

Census Bureau. They are hiring Census workers in every county in Indiana. Please print the

U.S. Census

The U.S. Census Bureau is currently recruiting census workers for the 2010 Census. Testing for
positions is happening now in every county. To obtain information for your county, call 1-866-
861-2010, indicate that you are interested in applying. After entering in your zip code. you will
be given the phone number for your local office and will be forwarded to the office.

Some positions are being filled now, with many more at the time of the census. The applicaants
Must be at least 18 years old at the time of hire and be able to prove identity and residency
(usually with a drivers license and Social Security card). Census takers earn $15/hr plus
mileage, so this is good part-time income that can be earning evenings and weekends around
other employment.
