Lions, are you sleeping when it comes 
to diabetes?  Do you know that there are 
23.6 million people in the United States 
or 8% of our population that have 
diabetes?  There has been a 13.5% 
increase since 2005-2007, and there is 
24% still undiagnosed. 
 

Now is the time for all good Lions to 
wake up to Diabetes Alert Day on March 22, 2011.  
We need to be aware that one in three American 
adults is at risk for Type 2 Diabetes.  Just think, if 
there are three in your family, one of you is at risk for 
Diabetes. 
 

Type 1 Diabetes is usually diagnosed in children and 
young adults (previously known as Juvenile diabetes).  
In this type of diabetes, the body does not produce 
insulin.  Only 5% of the population have this form of 
diabetes. 
 

Diabetes is a family disease,  Even if you are the one 
who has the disease it still affects the whole family in 
some way.  It may be in eating out, less fitness, or the 
planning of meals.  If this is a child or grandchild who 
is affected, check into a Diabetic Camp for them.  It 
teaches a child they are not alone, it builds 
confidence, makes new friends, and successfully 
manage their personal disease.

Scoring 10 or more points 
 

If you scored 10 or more points you are at high risk for having 
diabetes.  Only your health care provider can determine if you 
have diabetes.  See yours soon and find out for sure. 
 

Scoring 3-9 points 
If you scored 3-9 points, you are probably at low risk for having 
diabetes now.  But donôt just forget about it.  Keep your risk low by 
losing weight if you are overweight, being active most days, and 
eating low fat meals that are high in fruits, vegetables and whole 
grain foods. 
 

Now you know your score.  Let us all join in to prevent 
diabetes.  Donate to American 
Diabetes, or do a fundraiser or send a 
kid to ADC (American diabetes camp).

No Fine Button 
Some clubs exempt a member from all fines for a 
period of time after bringing in a new member.  The 
period may range from three months to the rest of the 
Lions year.  This is only effective in clubs with an 
active tail twister. 
 
Steak or Ham and Beans Dinner 
This can be done as a cookout or at a restaurant.  
Everyone puts in the cost of a steak dinner for 
themselves and their spouse.  This is also set up for a 
specific length of time like April 1 to July 1 (or longer.)  
Everyone who brings in a new member gets steak for 
themselves and their spouse.  Unsuccessful members 
and their spouses have ham and beans.  All new 
members and their spouses also get steaks.  The nice 
part of this plan is that many times husbands and 
wives will work together to bring in a new member. 
 
Guest Lottery 
This should be set up for a specific length of time, such 
as July 1 to December 1.  When your dues are 
collected, an extra $10 is collected.  When you bring 
your first guest to a meeting you get $4 back.  For the 
second guest you bring you get $6 back.  All guest 
lottery money left at the end of the guest period is split 
between those members whose guests have joined the 
club.  If both of a member's guests have joined, the 
member receives a double share.  The money is paid 
out after the next dues collection to all whose guests 
have remained members. 
 
Tail Twister's Membership Night 
Four times a year the tail twister announces that the 
first meeting of the following month is membership 
night.  Every member must either bring a guest or have 
talked to someone about joining.  On that night, the tail 
twister has all members stand who brought a guest or 
talked to someone about joining.  The members 
introduce their guests or tell whom they have talked to 
about joining.  The secretary records the names of the 
prospective members.  All members who are absent 
without a legitimate excuse or still sitting are fined $1 
by the tail twister's assistant(s) while the introductions 
and names of those contacted are being given.

One of the most important ways that Lions make a 
difference in their communities and the world is through 
Lions Club International Foundation (LCIF), the official 
charitable organization of Lions Club International. 
 
With funding from LCIF, Lions carry out large scale 
humanitarian projects in their communities. 
 
Every dollar donated to the foundation goes directly 
towards grants; administrative costs are paid by 
interest on investments.  Lions’ support of the 
Foundation is critical, as donations from Lions provide 
the majority of LCIF’s revenue. 
 
Since LCIF began in 1968, it has awarded more than 
ten thousand grants totaling more than $700 million 
dollars.  Together, Lions and LCIF are making a 
difference for millions of people.  ―We Serve‖ better 
together. 
 
Lions are known worldwide for blindness prevention.  
Since the Sight First Program began in 1990, 7.6 
million people have had their sight restored through 
cataract surgeries, 30 million people have had vision 
loss prevented and hundreds of millions of people have 
received improved eye care services. 
 
Lions and LCIF are establishing and expanding 
sustainable eye health care systems in underserved 
areas. 
 
Through two fundraising campaigns, Lions raised more 
than $343 million to continue and expand Sight First 
Programs.  The battle against preventable blindness 
remains a priority in communities worldwide. 
 
Since 2001 LCIF and the World Health Organization 
have been collaborating to address childhood 
blindness throughout the world.  Thirty-five Lions eye 
care centers have been established in countries all 
over the globe providing eye care services for 102 
million children. 
 

The Lions Eye Health program (LEHP) is a 
community based education program that promotes 
healthy vision and raises awareness of the causes of 
preventable vision loss. 
 
Through Sight First China Action 5 million cataract 
surgeries have been carried out.  Additionally, 
medical staff has been trained and clinics upgraded 
to increase accessibility to eye care. 
 
LCIF and Johnson & Johnson collaborated to develop 
Sight for Kids, a program that has provided vision 
screenings, follow up treatment and eye health 
education to more than 10 million children in Asia. 
 
Sight First has supported more that 131 million 
treatments for river blindness in 15 countries in Africa 
and Latin American in partnership with the Carter 
Center.  As a result, we hope to eradicate river 
blindness in Latin America by 2012. 
 
Lions have provided support for 4.5 million people 
who have trachoma with medication, surgery and 
training of health workers.  We hope to alleviate 
trachoma worldwide. 
 
With our pledge and your donations to LCIF and your 
gift to LCIF for Melvin Jones Fellow Awards, we can 
continue our research and promote healthy vision and 
raise awareness of causes of preventable vision loss 
such as glaucoma. 
 
Lions often offer additional assistance when disasters 
occur on a large scale.  Major grants are awarded for 
long-term reconstruction projects.  LCIF Disaster 
Relief Grants enable Lions to meet immediate needs 
such as food, water, clothing and medical supplies.  
LCIF has provided funding recently for Hurricane 
Katrina, the South Asia tsunami and the earthquakes 
in Haiti, China and most recently in New Zealand and 
Japan 
 
So, don’t forget your pledges and don’t forget your 
annual donations and contributions to LCIF.

When you know this 
number you can plan for a fund raiser if necessary, 
announcing to the public what you are raising the 
funds for.  You will be able to order the books 
whenever you are ready during the summer thus 
avoiding the rush of orders this fall and have the 
dictionaries ready when school starts.  Remember 

that the books come in cases of 24 so if you have 65 
second graders you will need three cases. 
 
If your club is not yet involved in the dictionary project, 
now is the time to investigate and find out how to get 
involved.  Recent figures indicate nearly 18,000 
Indiana third graders (24%) now move on to the fourth 
grade without demonstrating minimal proficiency on 
the state’s English and language testing.  Is that 
happening in your school system??  Get involved!  
How?  By providing dictionaries to the third graders in 
your school.  Third grade is the transitional period of 
learning to read … to reading to learn.  Get on-line and 
type DICTIONARY PROJECT to find out more.
