Lion Stan and his wife Betty moved to Syracuse
after he retired from GM, where he joined the
Syracuse Lions Club in Sept. 2002.

Lion
Stan was about to begin his 5th year on the
Board of Directors. He served on the
Scholarship and Budget Committees and
sponsored two new members into the club,
earning the Two Member Key from Lions Clubs
International and was awarded the Gus Duchmig
Memorial Golden Lion Award in 2009. He will be
greatly missed.
