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Message from DG Paul 

 
 For more than three-quarters of a century, 
Lions have been known for providing 
programs and services for the blind and 
visually-impaired.  In October, we can 
extend this tradition of service and renew 
our commitment to be ñknights for the blind in the crusade against 
darknessò, as we celebrate Lions World Sight Day on October 7-8, and 
participate in International President Sid Scruggsô second Global Service 
Action Campaign: Sharing the Vision. 
 
Like Lions Clubs around the world, Lions Clubs in our district provide or 
support a wide variety of vision-related programs and services, including 
eyeglass recycling, eyeglass missions, vision screenings, assistance to 
individuals and families to pay for eye exams and glasses, the Indiana 
School for the Blind and Visually-Impaired, and Leader Dogs for the Blind. 
 
One of our district goals for the current year is to increase the number of 
children served by Operation KidSight.  At the District Cabinet Meeting in 
LaFountaine on October 2, we heard about the Elkhart Metro KidSight 
program. This is a cooperative effort by several Lions Clubs in Elkhart 
County.  Each year, the project provides free vision screenings to 
approximately 3000 children in Elkhart County Head Start programs, pre-
schools, and daycare centers.  PDG Nelson Nix of the Elkhart Lions Club 
gave us a brief history of the project, and Lion Diann Hoyt of the Elkhart 
Community Lions provided an overview of the current operation.  This 
project is an excellent example of how several Lions Clubs can work 
together to achieve great things. 
 
Each year, in our district, 10,000 children start kindergarten.  500 of these 
children have vision problems which, if not detected and treated at an early 
age, could result in permanent blindness or vision impairment.  We have 
the ability to prevent these individual tragedies.  We have the potential to 
eliminate preventable childhood blindness in our district.  If your club is not 
already participating in Operation KidSight, this might be a good time to 
start.

The Lions Cancer Control Fund of Indiana, Inc. is 
the Indiana Lionsô oldest state project.  Since 1946, 
Indiana Lions have raised more than $5 million to 
purchase equipment for the Radiation Oncology 
Department at the Indiana University School of 
Medicine, support research and residency 
programs in the department, provide funding for 
the Patient Advocate position, and help cancer 
patients and their care-givers cope with some of 
the challenges which arise during diagnosis and 
treatment. 
 

Survival rates for children with cancer have 
increased dramatically in the past 10 years, 
presenting survivors and their physicians with the 
challenge of dealing with the long-term side effects 
of the treatment they received as children.  In 
2008, the Cancer Survivorship Program was 
created to address this challenge, and Indiana 
Lions were asked to raise $750,000 for an 
endowment to provide ongoing funding for the 
program.  To date, we have raised approximately 
$137,000.

Where  (Name And Address Of The Place Where The 
 Event Will Take Place).  

Why   (If A Fundraiser It Helps If You Let The Public 
 Know What The Money Will Be Spent On).
