Operation KidSight:  Saving Childrenôs Eyesight   
One of our district goals this year is to provide 
Operation KidSight vision screenings for at least 2000 
children in our district.  The purpose of this project is to 
identify children with conditions that may lead to 
permanent blindness or serious vision impairment.  A 
childôs eyes are fully-developed by age 6, so it is critically important that 
children with these types of problems are identified and referred for treatment 
as early as possible.  Some clubs offer vision tests for school-age children; 
these are worthwhile projects, but they serve a different purpose, they meet a 
different need, and they should be offered in addition to, not instead of, 
Operation KidSight vision screenings for children ages 2 to 5.  We have three 
of the PlusOptix units which are used for these screenings in our district.  If 
your club has done Operation KidSight vision screenings in the past, we hope 
you will offer this program in your community again this year.  If your club has 
not been involved with this project and you want to get started, contact 1st VDG 
Lana Wilson, PDG Bill Wallace, or me for additional information. 
 

Dictionary Project: Learn to read, read to learn  
 Another goal for the current Lions year is to help improve literacy by providing 
every third-grader with his or her own dictionary.  Lion Howard Heines, our 
district Dictionary Project coordinator, reports that 27 Lions Clubs ï including 
all 13 Lions Clubs in Kosciusko County ï are participating in this project, but 
there are still hundreds of children in our district who have not been reached by 
this project.  This is a low-cost, high-impact project with long-term benefits for 
our local communities, and itôs not too late to get involved.  Contact Lion 
Howard for more information.

Show your Lionôs Pride 
Lions License Plates

Indiana Lions are entitled to have the Lions emblem on their license plates. This is a way for Lions to make a 
statement that they are proud to be Lions and also to make other individuals aware of who the Lions are so 
that they can inquire about becoming a member.  
The cost at the BMV is $40 with $25 going to the Indiana Lions Foundation and $15 going to the BMV.  If you 
are re-registering an automobile which already has a Lions plate and you use the form that is mailed to you, 
the renewal should be automatic. If you are obtaining a plate for a different automobile, you should request a 
Lions plate from an area License Branch.  If they do not have one in stock, they are required to give you a 
temporary plate for up to sixty days while they order the new Lions plate which will be mailed to you.  
The consent from the Indiana Lions Foundation is no longer a requirement.  If you have any problem with the 
BMV concerning the above procedure please call PDG Doug Owens at (765) 778-3320 for assistance or you 
may try calling Sylvia Lines in the Special Plate Section of the BMV. Her direct line is (317) 234-3922.
