Using Facebook & Twitter to Promote Our Lions Club
by PDG Paul Russell, District GMT Coordinator

This is the third in a series of columns about recruiting young adults for our Lions Club. In this column, | want to
offer some suggestions for using new “social media” services, like Facebook and Twitter, to promote our Lions
Club to young adults in our community.

Consider these facts:

1 More than 90% of Facebook users and Twitter users are under the age of 55.

1 More than half of Facebook users, and nearly half of Twitter users are ages 18-35.

1 Nearly half of all Hoosiers have Facebook accounts.
It appears to me that Facebook and Twitter might be effective tools for promoting our club to young adults in our
community. Let’s see if we can figure out how to do it.

Facebook offers “accounts” for people and “pages” for organizations. A Facebook “page”: for an organization is
created and managed by an individual from his or her Facebook account. Use your club’s Facebook page to
announce upcoming events, such as fund raisers and service projects, and to share news and photos of your
club’s achievements. This is the same type of information you might put on a club web page. The principal
difference between a club web page and a club Facebook page is that information you post on your club’s
Facebook page automatically appears in the Facebook News Feed of Facebook users who have subscribed to
the club’s Facebook page. How, you wonder, can we find Facebook users who might be interested in
subscribing to our club’s Facebook page? Use the Facebook ‘Search’ feature to find other Facebook users from
your community, and invite them to subscribe to your club’s Facebook page.

Twitter does not differentiate between individuals and organizations. You can create a Twitter account for your
Lions Club in the same way that you create a Twitter account for yourself. Use the search feature to find other
accounts to “follow” based on interests and location; many of those you select to “follow’ will follow you. Follow
the LCI Twitter account lionsclubsorg and they will “follow” you.

Both Facebook and Twitter provide tools to search your email address book for contacts who already have
Facebook or Twitter accounts. This will give you a starting point for potential subscribers for your club’s
Facebook page and followers for your club’s Twitter account. Encourage your club members who have
Facebook accounts to “share” postings, links, and photos from your club’s Facebook page. Encourage your club
members who have Twitter accounts to “retweet” the “tweets” from your club’s Twitter account. These actions
will spread your club’s news to wider audiences.

If your Lions Club has a Facebook page or a Twitter account, I'd like to help you spread the word. You can find
me on either Facebook or Twitter as PDGPaul25G.
